No crewing in the entrances or inside the vet gate. Crew is not permitted to wait for the horse at the Time 34. Any kind of assistance strictly forbidden within 2 kms from arrival gate and the finish line.

Window..Crewing outside the designated crew points is prohibited and will result in Disqualification.
Only two crew members are permitted with the horse in the inspection area (Vetting Area). Any
act of deliberate delay in presenting the horse for examination will be severely dealt with.

Four crew members are permitted for each horse in the cooling area & crewing points.

Pulse Re-Inspection requires a new Vet-In Time. The exit of the horse from the Vet Inspection Area must
be recorded at the “Way Out” window before a new Vet-In Time can be given.

Recovery Inspections shall be less than 15 minutes before departure.

Horses not presented to an official Ride Veterinarian after removal from active competition will
automatically lead to Disqualification for "Horse Not Presented",60 days’ rest period for that horse,
Yellow Warning Card for Athlete and Trainer, 100 Penalty points for Athlete and Trainer.
